The I.Magnin department store at 3240 Wilshire Boulevard was a standout
example of luxury retail architecture in early 20th century Los Angeles.
Opened in 1939, it became a destination for high-end couture fashions,
showcasing designs from prestigious houses such as Jeanne Lanvin, Hattie
Carnegie and Christian Dior. This made it a hub for discerning shoppers
seeking exclusive, high fashion pieces.

The building itself was a masterpiece of modern elegance, designed by
Myron Hunt, the celebrated architect behind the Ambassador Hotel. Hunt's
designs combined steel framework with a striking exterior of gleaming white
marble, a bold and innovative choice at the time. The use of black granite
trim at the sidewalk level provided a refined contrast to the marble, making
the store visually distinctive while emphasizing its sophistication and luxury.
