To Non-Residental Customers

Broker Disclosure to Customers

You are the customer of the broker. The broker is either an agent of another party in the transaction or a subagent of

another broker who is the agent of another party in the transaction. The broker, or a salesperson acting on the behalf of

the broker, may provide brokerage services to you. Whenever the broker is providing brokerage services to you, the broker

owes you, the customer the following duties:

« The duty to prove brokerage services to you fairly and honestly.

e The duty to exercise reasonable skill and care in providing brokerage services to you.

« The duty to provide you with accurate information about market conditions within a reasonable time if you request it,
unless disclosure of the information is prohibited by law.

« The duty to disclose to you in writing certain material adverse facts about a property, unless disclosure of the
information is prohibited by law (see “Definition of Material Adverse Facts” below).

« The duty to protect your confidentiality. Unless the law requires it, the broker will not disclose your confidential
information of other parties.

e The duty to safeguard trust funds and other property the broker holds.

« The duty, when negotiating, to present contract proposals in an objective & unbiased manner and disclose the
advantages and disadvantages of the proposals.
