MARKET OVERVIEW

Columbia is the capital, the second largest city, and the commercial, industrial, governmental, and ed-
ucational hub for South Carolina. Located at the geographical center of the state, Columbia is well-po-
sitioned as the midpoint of the east coast, centered between New York City and Miami, FL. Charlotte,

NC and Charleston, SC are within two-hours, and Atlanta, GA is only three-hours by car. Columbia, one
of the first planned cities in the United States, is laid out in a traditional grid along the Congaree River.

The city is also situated at the confluence of the Broad and Saluda Rivers, which combine to create the
Congaree River. These rivers, along with nearby Lake Murray and an abundance of park land, make
Columbia a hot spot for outdoor recreation. Its humid subtropical climate makes the area a popular
year-round destination with mild winters, early springs, warm autumns, and “Famously Hot" summers.

Columbia is home to the University of South Carolina, the state’s largest and flagship university with

a student population of over 34,000, whose attractive and historic campus in the south part of the
downtown area adds a dose of college town feel, several amenities, and sports and arts related en-
tertainment to the area. Columbia also benefits from a major military impact as the home of McEntire
Joint National Guard Station and Fort Jackson, the largest and most active initial entry training center
inthe U.S. Army.
